According to a report in The Daily Star of May
28, 2025, Muhammad Yunus, on a four-day visit
to Japan at the time of writing, told former
Japanese prime minister and Japan-Bangladesh
Parliamentary Friendship League President, Taro
Aso, that elections to Bangladesh’s National
Parliament will be held by June 2026, under any
circumstance. Yunus, who, as chief adviser, is
the head of Bangladesh’s interim Government,
had further said that the interim administration
was focusing on three priorities — reforms, the
trials of the perpetrators of political violence and
the forthcoming national elections.According to
a report in the Dhaka Tribune of the same date,
echoing Yunus, his press secretary, Shafiqul
Alam, said after his meeting with Taro Aso, that
Yunus was moving forward with three specific
agendas — reform, trial (of fascist elements),
and election. “He will announce a specific date
for the elections once everything is ready.”On
the other hand, addressing virtually from
London, a rally organised by three front organi-
sations of the Bangladesh Nationalist Party
(BNP) — the Chhatra Dal, the Jubo Dal and the
Swechhasebak Dal — the party’s acting chair-

Today, as predictive policing, biometric
surveillance, and algorithmic profiling
silently erode human dignity, we must
confront a stark truth: the architecture of
inhumanity has evolved, not ended Last
week, Japan released the service records of
officers and soldiers before its defeat in
1945, made public on May 15 by the
country’s National Archives. The docu-
ments revealed that some personnel were
assigned to clandestine units in China: one
in Nanjing, identified as Unit 1,644, and
another in Guangzhou, numbered 8,604.
The military personnel in these units
reportedly conducted bacteriological
experiments on human subjects. Until
now, only Unit 731, located near Harbin
— now in China’s Heilongjiang province
— was known for carrying out such activ-
ities from 1938 until the end of the Second
World War.” The service records confirm
the existence in China of a network of
units conducting these experiments and
coordinating their activities,” explained
Katsuo Nishiyama, emeritus professor at
Shiga University of Medical Science and a
specialist in Japan’s imperial-era biologi-
cal weapons programmes. Units 1,644 and
8,604 — with the one in Nanjing being the
largest — were overseen, like Unit 731, by
the Tokyo-based Epidemic Prevention and
Water Purification Department.Their pri-
mary activity reportedly involved experi-
menting on humans to enable Japan to
develop biological weapons, in flagrant
violation of the 1925 Geneva Protocol pro-
hibiting chemical and biological warfare.
Yet the significance of this week’s release
gains graver depth when juxtaposed with
the declassified “Top Secret” CIA corre-
spondence from 1947, in which Shiro Ishii
— the commanding figure of Unit 731 —
is directly implicated in aerial dispersion
of plague-infested fleas and cholera bacte-
ria over Chinese cities.In one instance, 70
kilograms of typhoid and five kilograms of
cholera bacilli were manufactured and
released by Ishii and 100 subordinates in
Hangzhou. In another, experiments using
anthrax and plague bacilli on condemned

May 25, 2025, he had called for constructive
criticism of the Government, irrespective of
whether it was an elected Government, an inter-
im Government or a caretaker Government.The
country’s people were not at the mercy of the
Government, which must fulfil their legitimate
demands.According to a report published in
Prothom Alo English, the English language edi-
tion of Bangladesh’s leading Bengali daily,
Prothom Alo, General Waker-Uz-Zaman, the
country’s Chief of Army Staff, had said during
an address to Bangladesh Army officers of dif-
ferent ranks stationed in Dhaka, on May 21,
2025, that the next national election should be
held by December 2025. Noting that his stance
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on the issue remained unchanged, he added that
it was the right of an elected Government to
determine the country’s future course.General
Waker-Uz-Zaman also stated that a decision
regarding the transfer of the control of the New
Mooring Container Terminal (NCT) at
Chattogram port to foreign entities, should be
taken by a political Government, which should
also decide on facilitating the establishment of a
humanitarian corridor for the passage of aid to
Myanmar’s Rakhine state. Regarding the much-
vaunted reforms, he said he had no idea of what
they were as he was not consulted about them.
The National Citizen Party, established on
February 28, 2025, by the students who were at
the forefront of the movement that ousted Sheikh
Hasina, is apparently in no hurry to hold the
elections. According to a report in The Daily
Star of April 17, 2025, Nahid Islam, the party’s
convenor, told the press in Dhaka on April 16,
that the administration was helping the BNP and
free and fair elections were not possible under it.
He also said that his party sought fundamental
reforms leading to qualitative changes in the
state. Moving towards elections without structur-
al changes would be dangerous for the country
and his party would have to consider whether to
participate in such an election or not. According
to another report in The Daily Star of April 21,
2025, Nasiruddin Patwari, the NCP’s Chief
Coordinator, who met Bangladesh’s Chief
Election Commissioner (CEC) at the head of a
delegation of his party, had urged him to hold
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the election only after the full implementation of
electoral reforms, which should be possible
under the timeframe suggested by Yunus. Other
NCP leaders have said that elections should be
held only after the trial and punishment of
Sheikh Hasina and other Awami League leaders
(whom they have proclaimed mass
murderers).Clearly, there are two divergent posi-
tions — one by Yunus and the student leaders,
and the other by the BNP and the Bangladesh
Army — on the timing of the elections. The
Jamaat-e-Islami Bangladesh, extremely close at
one time to the BNP when it had two important
ministers in the coalition Government headed by
its leader, Begum Khaleda Zia, is leaning
towards Yunus, stating the latter’s choice of the
time for the next parliamentary elections was
acceptable to it.The party, which is in close
touch with other fundamentalist Islamic political
organisations and parties like the Hefazat-e-
Islam and Islami Andolan Bangladesh, is clearly
keeping its options open. On the other hand,
relations between Yunus, the BNP and the army
are not of the friendliest kind. Aligned with
Yunus is the Council of Advisers running the
interim Government and the National Citizen
Party. Things are turning increasingly nasty.
According to a report in Dhaka Tribune, Zainul
Abedin Farroque, a member of the BNP
Chairperson’s Advisory Council, told a rally on
March 12, 2025, that the new party (NCP) was
now trying “to create chaos to delay the elec-
tion...
